DESCRIPTION:

This course will concentrate on the current international economic reality, the relations among the different variables that govern
the world’s economic system, and how they affect the global economic situation. Additionally, we will study the international
economic relations and the role of various international institutions, with a special focus on Spain, in solving the imbalance in the
areas related to commerce, economic development, and international finance in the globalized economy.

PREREQUISITES: One university-level course in Macroeconomics, or with permission from instructor

METHOD OF PRESENTATION:

Lectures by the instructor, supported by bibliographic and didactic materials, followed by debates. Active participation of the
students and oral presentations of their assignments. The use of Moodle will serve as a provider of didactic materials and weekly
activities.

Course Participation
Active student participation is expected throughout the course. Students are required to come to class prepared to discuss the
assigned readings, contribute to class discussion, and answer questions posed by the instructor and their peers.

In-class Presentation

Throughout the course there will also be presentations about the topic of the week. Each week two students will be asked to briefly
present a summary on the topic for 15 minutes in class. Each student will be responsible for one presentation by the end of the
course.

Midterm Exam
One mid-term in-class exam of long-answer questions about the first four topics of the course.

Final Exam
One final in-class exam of long-answer questions about the four remaining topics

Research Paper

During the last week of the course, students are also expected to complete an individual written research paper. The selected topic
for the research paper will be related to the course material and should receive prior approval by the professor by e-mail or meeting
during office hours. The paper will have a required length of 2,500-3,000 words (10-12 pages).
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Research Presentation
Each student will present a 10-15-minute presentation during the last session of the semester, drawing from the written research

papers.

e Strengthen the use of the principal statistic and information sources about the topics addressed in the course

e Develop an informed perspective on the presence of Spain in the international economic organizations, and the possible
benefits and detriments of this participation
